6. ACTIVITIES PERFORMED:

The Technology Centre Durg performed activities commensurate with the objectives. The highlights of
activities performed during 2024-25 are mentioned below:

A. SKILL TRAINING

The MSME Technology Centre in Durg aims to provide industry-oriented and skill-based training in
fields such as design, tools manufacturing, precision machining, and automation. The training caters

to individuals at different levels, from school dropouts to graduate engineers.

The Training department is equipped with sophisticated facilities for imparting skill training in Tool
and die Making, CNC Programming, CAD/CAM/CAE Technologies, Machine and plant Maintenance,
and Basic Automation, including PLC. The organization offers NSQF-aligned, exempted, and

customized courses through its training block infrastructures and expert trainers.
Major highlights in Skill training activities during the FY 2024-25
a. Conducted a Skill Development Training Programme for 52 Schedule Caste and Schedule Tribe
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candidates from Chhattisgarh State under the National SC-ST Hub sponsorship. The aim of the
program was to enhance wage-employment and self-employment opportunities for Schedule Caste
and Schedule Tribe candidates of Chhattisgarh State.

Conducted Skill Development Training Program sponsored under PMKVY Yojana for 98 candidates of
Chhattisgarh state.

TC Durg has conducted KVIC-sponsored training programmes to create rural employment
opportunities through various KVIC schemes. As part of TC Durg’s training and KVIC function is to
impart skill development training to the artisans and entrepreneurs, conducting the
Entrepreneurship Development Programme (EDP) and for that purpose, establishing linkages with
Training Partners wherever feasible to impart Skill Development Training Programme. A total of 220
candidates were trained.

TC Durg has conducted E-SDP sponsored training programmes to motivate youth representing from
different sections of the society including SC/ST/Women, differently abled, Ex-servicemen and BPL
persons to consider self employment or entrepreneurship as one of the career options. Provide
technical and business skills to the target group, fostering an entrepreneurial mindset and enhancing
their career success. A total of 573 candidates were trained. And 612 candidates were awared for
entrepreneurship.

TC Durg has conducted outreach skill development training programmes on the Internet of Things,
Computer Hardware Repairing & Maintenance, Making of Bakery Products, and Robotics at various
Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalayas of Chhattisgarh state under the PMSHRI scheme. A total of 360
candidates were trained.

MSME Technology Centre (TC) Durg has launched the PM Vishwakarma-sponsored Basket Maker
course, Hammer and Tool Kit Maker, Traditional Soft Toy Maker etc. to empower local artisans and
preserve traditional crafts. This program provides specialized training to enhance participants and
skills and entrepreneurial prospects. Total of 925 candidates were trained.

During the financial year 2024-25, a total of 94 trainees were assisted in securing placements across
11 MSMEs and other industries.

In the academic year 2024-25, 58 trainees were enrolled for the 5th batch of Diploma courses in Tool
& Die Making and Mechatronics, showing growth from the 46 candidates admitted in the previous
year (2023-24). Efforts are being made to increase admission further next academic year.

i. MSME Technology Centre Durg successfully undertook and completed a critical
precision machining job for the development of a specialized component. The process
involved performing facing, centering, and turning operations on a lathe, followed by
slot milling using a CNC/Vertical Machining Centre. To ensure the highest standards of
dimensional accuracy, surface finish, and operational safety, final operations such as
drilling, deburring, and polishing were meticulously carried out by skilled technicians
using advanced equipment.

ii. MSME Technology Centre Durg executed a high-precision Electrical Discharge
Machining (EDM) operation as part of a complex component development. Using a 3R
referencing system and precise C-axis rotation, a rectangular passage was generated
with copper electrodes pre-machined on a Vertical Machining Centre (VMC). The
operation achieved a dimensional accuracy of +10 microns, showcasing the Centre’s
capability in delivering fine-tolerance EDM solutions for advanced applications.

iii. MSME Technology Centre Durg demonstrated its machining expertise by successfully
executing an inclined drilling operation on a cylindrical component known as the
“Eccentric Job Drill.” The operation required precise angular alignment, achieved by
securely clamping the job at the desired inclination using a specially designed fixture
on a vertical milling machine. This setup ensured accurate hole positioning and angular
consistency, critical to the component’s functional performance.
